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Applying the medical adage toward our crime prevention efforts, construction site thefts 
have been reduced to zero since 2007, Operation Life Saver rail safety program has 
yielded no injuries or accidents at any of our railroad grade crossings, no acts of injuries 
or vandalism have been reported due to our Halloween safety initiatives, 120 child 
safety seats were found to be installed incorrectly.  Additionally, 96 homes participate in 
the McGruff Safe House program, citizen involvement in and satisfaction with our 
volunteer program is at an all time high and Operation Parking Lot has virtually 
eliminated motor vehicle offenses in the Hamilton Lakes Regional Office Park.    
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Indicator 6.  Ongoing participation in National and International Safe Community 
Networks 
 
Members from the Itasca Safe Community Coalition have met with representatives from 
two other municipalities (Addison, Illinois and New Lenox, Illinois) interested in pursuing 
Safe Community status.  These meetings have focused around information sharing, the 
application process, coalition formation and safety programming.  Recently, members of 
our coalition traveled to New Lenox, Illinois to discuss specific safe community materials 
with them.  
 
In March 2009, members of the Itasca Safe Community Coalition traveled to Freeport, 
Grand Bahamas as part of the International Association of Chiefs of Police Community 
Policing Committee.  The purpose of this mid-year committee meeting was to discuss 
upcoming initiatives including presentation of the 2009 Community Policing Award at 
the International Chief’s Conference in Denver, Colorado.  As part of our round table 
discussion, members of the committee were provided with a presentation on Itasca’s 
designation as an International Safe Community and how it represents an extension of 
our overall community policing philosophy.  This information was shared in greater 
detail with members of the Royal Bahamian Police Force 
 
Additionally, the Itasca Safe Community Coalition has had preliminary discussions with 
the city of Brandon, Manitoba Canada as they pursue International Safe Community 
designation.  Future teleconferences are planned.  Lastly, the Itasca Safe Community 
Coalition will participate in international exchanges with Safe Communities Canada.   
 

Conclusion 
 
In summary, the Village of Itasca is a very safe community.  It’s proximity to shopping, 
transportation, health care, education and recreational opportunities are what make 
Itasca a desirable place to live and work.   This is apparent by the relatively low number 
of injuries and illnesses reported each year.  Yet ensuring for the safety of our 
employees, residents, visitors and guests is not the sole responsibility of the village.   
The safety and security of the village is result of the collaboration and on-going 
partnerships between the governmental entities, non-governmental organizations, social 
services, civic groups and private citizens.   
 
This multi-disciplinary approach has allowed us to develop results orientated, cost 
effective, attainable and measurable programs that have made Itasca a safer 
community.  These programs range from on-going supervisor safety training and 
CPR/AED training to innovative programs such as the prescription drug disposal 
program and special needs awareness program, to name but a few.   
 
As safe as the Village of Itasca is, much can be done to make it even safer.   The 
members of the Itasca Safe Community Coalition are committed to working toward that 
end.
